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PURPOSE:
To ensure a minimum response of personnel to incidents.

SCOPE:
This operational guideline applies to all fire department personnel.

POLICY:
The Duty Officer will call sufficient resources to all incidents.

The Company Officer or firefighter acting in that capacity on responding apparatus will ensure that the apparatus respond with the minimum number of personnel. 
RATIONALE: 



Sufficient resources are required to safely operate at any emergency incident. Therefore fire department apparatus must have a minimum manning level before they respond to emergency incidents.

PROCEDURE:
1.
The minimum responses indicated in this operational guideline are meant to be a guide. 


They are not meant to constrain decisions made by the Duty Officer or Incident Commander.  

2.
The following minimum response guidelines are set for responding apparatus:


a)
Fire engines are to respond with a minimum of four (4) firefighters (Including officer and driver). 


b)
Rescue units are to respond with a minimum of two (2) firefighters. One (1) of these firefighters must be qualified to FR3. 


c)
The Fireboat shall respond with a minimum of two (2) firefighters. At least one of these firefighters must be qualified to operate the Fireboat.
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
